I make a summary of all the mandatory documents to be provided for my bid to be admissible which are :XXX, XXA, XXXB, etc. TEN
I check that all the technical elements of the CCTP (PCAP - PPT ) have been covered and are compliant in my tender.
I check that all the lines on my Excel sheet are filled in the BPU ( Economica ) and the DQE. If an item is free of charge, I enter 0. I check that the prices in the DQE correspond to those in the BPU.
I use the Maximilien platform for all my questions to the Resah during the period of publication of the DCE, up to 6 days before the deadline for submission of tenders.
I send a backup copy of my bid (USB + paper) to Resah by post on time No hacemos neither USB nor paper 
Before submitting my tender electronically, I make sure that the formats of the documents to be submitted are compatible with the Maximilien platform.
I never submit my bid at the last minute so I avoid any loading problems during submission. I do the submission in advance, no later than the day before the deadline. (the we maintain , changing pray by ICO and maxi)
When I submit my bid on Maxilimien , if I have a technical problem using the platform, I immediately open a ticket with the platform and notify Resah (the we maintain , changing pray by ICO and maxi)
I make sure that my tax and social e-certifications are up to date (la manteneos ) I verified that I am running ... they have to be up to date with payment , and certified that they are up to date with SS and Agency would be taxed
I ensure that my Annual Civil Liability Insurance is up to date for the period concerned ( they must have a civil liability insurance at the time of adjudication , we maintain it )
If my application has been successful, I ensure that I have an adapted eIDAS electronic signature so that I can sign the Contract Agreement with Resah .
